You, however, are controlled not by the sinful nature but by the Spirit, if the Spirit of God
lives in you. And if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he does not belong to Christ.
Romans 8:9

Those controlled by the sinful nature cannot please God. The sinful mind is hostile to
God, Romans 8:8, 7

You, dear children, are from God and have overcome them, because the one who is in
you is greater than the one who is in the world. 1 John 4:4

Peter replied, “Repent and be baptized, every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ for
the forgiveness of your sins. And you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. Acts 2:38



When you become a Christian God removes the sin from your life

and He comes to within you through the Holy Spirit.

What does the Holy Spirit empower us to do?

1. He gives us power to the flesh.

2. The Holy Spirit empowers us to death.

And if the Spirit of him who raised Jesus from the dead is living in you, he who raised
Christ from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through his Spirit, who lives
in you. Romans 8:11

Three things you can do to receive more power from the Holy Spirit

1. C what you really want

2. Govern your process

desires; but those who live in accordance with the Spirit have their minds set on what the
Spirit desires. The mind of sinful man is death, but the mind controlled by the Spirit is life
and peace; the sinful mind is hostile to God. Romans 8:5-7a

3. Pray for the filling of the Holy Spirit.
