God’s authority in dealing with the nation of Israel. 
 
I have great sorrow and unceasing anguish in my heart.  Romans 9:2 
 
“Brothers and fathers, listen now to my defense.” When they heard him speak to them in Aramaic, they 
became very quiet.  Acts 22:1-2 
 
“I am a Jew, born in Tarsus of Cilicia, but brought up in this city. Under Gamaliel I was thoroughly trained 
in the law of our fathers and was just as zealous for God as any of you are today.  Acts 22:3 
 
“Then the Lord said to me, ‘Go; I will send you far away to the Gentiles.’ ”  Acts 22:21 
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The crowd listened to Paul until he said this. Then they raised their voices and shouted, “Rid the earth of 
him! He’s not fit to live!”  Acts 22:22 
 
For I could wish that I myself were cursed and cut off from Christ for the sake of my brothers, those of my 
own race, the people of Israel.   Romans 9:3-4 
 
Theirs is the adoption as sons; theirs the divine glory, the covenants, the receiving of the law, the temple 
worship and the promises.

Paul's answer to that accusation was that  
they didn't understand the sovereignty, the authority of God. 

The Jews' accusation against Paul was that  
if Jesus really were the Messiah, then God was unfair. 

 
Three answers Paul gives to Jewish accusa�ons 

 
1. God has been ________________________ in dealing with His people. 
 
Nor because they are his descendants are they all Abraham’s children. On the contrary, “It is through 
Isaac that your offspring will be reckoned.”  Romans 9:7 
 
Not only that, but Rebekah’s children had one and the same father, our father Isaac. Yet, before the 
twins were born or had done anything good or bad—in order that God’s purpose in election might stand: 
not by works but by him who calls—she was told, “The older will serve the younger.”  Romans 9:10-12 
 
Just as it is written: “Jacob I loved, but Esau I hated.”   Romans 9:13 
 
“If anyone comes to me and does not hate his father and mother, his wife and children, his brothers and 
sisters—yes, even his own life—he cannot be my disciple. And anyone who does not carry his cross and 
follow me cannot be my disciple.    Luke 14:26-27 
 
2. God is the ul�mate _________________ and God has a right to do whatever He chooses to do.  
Three answers Paul gives to Jewish accusations 
 
What then shall we say? Is God unjust? Not at all! For he says to Moses, “I will have mercy on whom I 
have mercy, and I will have compassion on whom I have compassion.”  Romans 9:14-15 
 
But who are you, O man, to talk back to God? “Shall what is formed say to him who formed it, ‘Why did 
you make me like this?’ ” Does not the potter have the right to make out of the same lump of clay some 
pottery for noble purposes and some for common use?    Romans 9:20-21

What if God, choosing to show his wrath and make his power known, bore with great patience the 
objects of his wrath—prepared for destruction?   Romans 9:22 
 
What if he did this to make the riches of his glory known to the objects of his mercy, whom he prepared 
in advance for glory—even us, whom he also called, not only from the Jews but also from the Gentiles?  
Romans 9:23-24 
 
As he says in Hosea: “I will call them ‘my people’ who are not my people; and I will call her ‘my loved one’ 
who is not my loved one,”  Romans 9:25 
 
Isaiah cries out concerning Israel: “Though the number of the Israelites be like the sand by the sea, only 
the remnant will be saved.  Romans 9:27
